The Jews then disputed among themselves, saying, “How can this man give us his flesh 
to eat?” So Jesus said to them, “Very truly, I tell you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son 
of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you. Those who eat my flesh and drink 
my blood have eternal life, and I will raise them up on the last day; for my flesh is true 
food and my blood is true drink. Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood abide in 
me, and I in them.

Nicene Creed 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all 

that is, seen and unseen.

Through Abraham and Sarah you called us into covenant with you. You delivered us from 

slavery, sustained us in the wilderness, and raised up prophets to renew your promise of 

salvation.
