Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid: Cleanse the thoughts
of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name;
through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith:

Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great
commandment. And the second is like unto it: Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. On these two commandments hang
all the Law and the Prophets.

A Reading from the Second book of Kings [2 Kings 5:1-3, 7-15¢]

'Naaman, commander of the army of the king of Aram, was a great man and in high favor with his master, because by him
the LORD had given victory to Aram. The man, though a mighty warrior, suffered from leprosy. “Now the Arameans on
one of their raids had taken a young girl captive from the land of Israel, and she served Naaman’s wife. “She said to her
mistress, “If only my lord were with the prophet who is in Samaria! He would cure him of his leprosy.” "When the king of
Israel read the letter, he tore his clothes and said, “Am I God, to give death or life, that this man sends word to me to cure
a man of his leprosy? Just look and see how he is trying to pick a quarrel with me.”

‘But when Elisha the man of God heard that the king of Israel had torn his clothes, he sent a message to the king, “Why
have you torn your clothes? Let him come to me, that he may learn that there is a prophet in Israel.” “So Naaman came
with his horses and chariots, and halted at the entrance of Elisha’s house. '’Elisha sent a messenger to him, saying, “Go,
wash in the Jordan seven times, and your flesh shall be restored and you shall be clean.” ''But Naaman became angry and
went away, saying, “I thought that for me he would surely come out, and stand and call on the name of the LORD his God,
and would wave his hand over the spot, and cure the leprosy! '“Are not Abana and Pharpar, the rivers of Damascus, better
than all the waters of Israel? Could I not wash in them, and be clean?” He turned and went away in a rage. '“But his
servants approached and said to him, “Father, if the prophet had commanded you to do something difficult, would you not
have done it? How much more, when all he said to you was, ‘Wash, and be clean’?” '“So he went down and immersed
himself seven times in the Jordan, according to the word of the man of God; his flesh was restored like the flesh of a
young boy, and he was clean.

1*“Then he returned to the man of God, he and all his company; he came and stood before him and said, “Now I know
that there is no God in all the earth except in Israel.”

But the word of God is not chained. '*Therefore I endure everything for
the sake of the elect, so that they may also obtain the salvation that is in Christ Jesus, with eternal glory. ''The saying is
sure:

If we have died with him, we will also live with him;

"“if we endure, we will also reign with him;

if we deny him, he will also deny us;

"“if we are faithless, he remains faithful—

for he cannot deny himself.

"“Remind them of this, and warn them before God that they are to avoid wrangling over words, which does no good but

only ruins those who are listening. '"Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved by him, a worker who has
no need to be ashamed, rightly explaining the word of truth.

for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as
ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.”

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy holy gifts which we now
offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and
precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; and looking for his coming again with power and great
glory.

After Communion, the Celebrant says

Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank thee for that thou dost feed us, in these holy mysteries, with
the spiritual food of the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ; and dost assure us
thereby of thy favor and goodness towards us; and that we are very members incorporate in the mystical body of
thy Son, the blessed company of all faithful people; and are also heirs, through hope, of thy everlasting kingdom.
And we humbly beseech thee, O heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace, that we may continue in that holy
fellowship, and do all such good works as thou hast prepared for us to walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to
whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honor and glory, world without end.
