The Celebrant says

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid: Cleanse the thoughts
of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name;
through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith:

Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great
commandment. And the second is like unto it: Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. On these two commandments hang
all the Law and the Prophets.

A Reading from the book of Genesis [32:22-31]

“’[Jacob] got up [at night] and took his two wives, his two maids, and his eleven children, and crossed the ford of the
Jabbok.”’He took them and sent them across the stream, and likewise everything that he had. *Jacob was left alone; and a
man wrestled with him until daybreak. >”When the man saw that he did not prevail against Jacob, he struck him on the hip
socket; and Jacob’s hip was put out of joint as he wrestled with him. “°Then he said, “Let me go, for the day is breaking.”
But Jacob said, “I will not let you go, unless you bless me.” *’So he said to him, “What is your name?”” And he said,
“Jacob.” **Then the man said, “You shall no longer be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God and with
humans, and have prevailed.” *’Then Jacob asked him, “Please tell me your name.” But he said, “Why is it that you ask
my name?” And there he blessed him. *"So Jacob called the place Peniel, saying, “For I have seen God face to face, and
yet my life is preserved.” *'The sun rose upon him as he passed Penuel, limping because of his hip.

*'In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who is to judge the living and the dead, and in view of his appearing and
his kingdom, I solemnly urge you: “proclaim the message; be persistent whether the time is favorable or unfavorable;
convince, rebuke, and encourage, with the utmost patience in teaching. “For the time is coming when people will not put
up with sound doctrine, but having itching ears, they will accumulate for themselves teachers to suit their own desires,
“and will turn away from listening to the truth and wander away to myths. “As for you, always be sober, endure suffering,
do the work of an evangelist, carry out your ministry fully.

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you;
for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as
ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.”

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy holy gifts which we now
offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy
Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace
and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell
in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;
